Overview 
The purpose of this articulation agreement is to provide an opportunity for Kingsborough Community 
College (KCC) graduates of the Exercise SciencelPersonal Training Program to enter the Long Island 
University (LIU) BSIMS Program in Athletic Training and Sports Sciences and receive credit fOf KCC 
exercise science COursewOfk. 

A. Pre-Professional Coursework 
1. Pre-professional coursework consists ofJiberal arts and science prerequisite courses that KCC ESfPT 
graduates complete in oIdef to be admitted to the LIU BS/MS Professional Phase of the Athletic Training 
and Sports Science Progrnm KCC ESfPT graduates complete 36 credits of liberal arts and sciences as part 
oftheir KCC AAS degree. The Brooklyn Campus Office of Admissions wilJ apply these 36 credits 
towards the BS/MS dual degree in Athletic Training and Sports Sciences:

2. KCC ES/PT graduates with an AAS degree will be considered to have met LIU Brooklyn Campus core 
curriculum requirements for a baccalaureate degree. Acceptable transfer grades must be a C or better. 

3. Students should complete the ontstanding liberal arts & science prerequisite credits prior to entering the 
LIU BS/MS Program in Athletic Training and Sports Sciences. The remaining credits must be completed 
prior to graduation. 

4. To earn the BSIMS Degree in Athletic Training and Sports Sciences at LlU, KCC Exercise 
SciencelPersonal Training graduates are required to complete an additional 26-29 credits of prerequisite 
liberal artsIsciences (the New York State Edncation Department requires graduates of BS programs to have 
64 credits ofliberal artsIsciences). Fourteen of these 26-29 credits are prerequisite courses required by the 
LIU BS/MS program in Athletic Training and Sports Sciences. 

5. KCC ESIPT graduates will consult an LIU academic advisor to select sufficient additional courses to 
meet the undergraduate degree requirement of 128 credits. 

6. The BSIMS Degree Program in Athletic Training and Sports Sciences is accrOOited by CAATE ­
Commission on Accreditation for Athletic Training Edncation. The standards and guidelines set forth by 
this organization limit the amount of credit electives per stndent. The Pre-Professional Phase Program 
(2 year program) allows students to enroll in one credit elective course and the Professional Phase Program 
(3 year program) does not include credit elective courses. As per this articnlation agreement KCC ESIPT 
graduates will transfer into the Professional Phase of the BSIMS Degree Program in Athletic Training and 
Sports Sciences with a total of9 credit electives. This is a courtesy offered to the AAS graduates from 
Kingsborough Community College Exercise ScieBcelPersonal Training Program. 

7. At the time during studies in this program., the student may elect to change hislher major from the 
BS/MS in Athletic Training and Sports Sciences to any of the following concentrations leading to the 
Bachelor of Science in Sports Sciences: Adapted Physical Edncation; Coaching and Conditioning; Exercise 
Physiology. The change of major will be accomplisbed within the Division of Sports Sciences; no 
additional admissions application process will be necessary. 

B. Professional Coursework 
Professional coursework consists of courses in the professional phase of the program. KCC ESIPT 
graduates will receive transfer credit (or SO-SJ credits oftheir ESIPT KCC coursework. These transfer 
credits will exempt students from coursework deemed equivalent in the professional phase. The 
Admissions Office will apply these transfer credits towards the BS/MS dual degree in Athletic Training and 
Sports Sciences. 

Admission Requirements for BSIMS Program in Atbletk: Training 

All transfer applicants seeking admission to the program's professional phase must present the following: 


1. 	 A cumulative college grade point average of at least 2.75 on a 4.00 scale. 
2. 	 Satisfactory completion of all prerequisite work. 
J. 	 Official trnnscripts from alJ coUeges and universities attended. Science grades more than tcn years 

old cannot be accepted. Acceptable transfer grades must be a C or better. '" 
4. 	 Two letters of reconunendation from individuals involved in the field of athletic training. 
5. 	 Submission ofcompleted Long Island University Athletic Training and Sports Sciences Application. 
6. 	 A minimum ofeighty hours ofvolunteer experience under the supervision of a Certified Athletic 

Trainer is required. 
7. 	 Successfully demonstrate clinical proficiencies from pre-requisite courses (pass/Fail with 1 retest).

8. 	 Each student must pass a written examination of the competencieslproficiencies set forth by CAATE 

prior to being admitted into the class.

TECHNICAL STANDARDS 
The Athletic Trnining Educational Progrnm (ATEP) at LIU is a rigorous and intense progrnm that places 
specific requirements and demands on the students enrolled in the program An objective of this progrnm 
is to prepare graduates to enter a variety ofemployment settings and to render care to a wide spectrum of 
individuals engaged in physical activity. The technical standards set forth by the A TEP establish the 
essential qualities considered necessaty for students admitted to this progrnm to achieve the knowledge, 
skills and competencies ofan entry-level athletic trainer, as well as meet the expectations of the program's 
accrediting agency (CAA TE). 

*Admission to tbe professional pbase is botb COIDpetitive and seledive wbereby a limited number of 
students will be admitted annually. Students meeting aU selection (application) criteria may be 
denied admission to the professional phase. Enrollment in the pre-professional phase does not by 
itself guarantee entrance into the professional phase.
