Graduates of the KCC A.A. in Liberal Arts will qualify for admission into the CUNY SPS Bachelor of Arts 
degree in Liberal Studies if they have maintained a minimum overall GPA of 2.5 and are in good academic 
standing at KCC.  Courses in Mathematics and English require a grade of C or better for transfer in 
accordance with current University policy. Applicants will follow the standard admissions process, which includes 
completing a transfer application.
